Deuteronomy - Lesson 5



Remember they had failed to understand Godôs love.  I 

suspect very often we are guilty of limiting Godôs 

love to only redemption.  Godôs love not only was in 

redemption form Egyptian bondage but also in 

getting them to the land of Canaan providing they 

were obedient.  The same thing is true today as far 

as we are concerned.  That is really the meaning of 

Matthew 6:33.



Love is the means of our service or 

motivation of our service. 

ÅI Corinthians 13 is very often view as the 

love chapter in the N.T. but it should be 

view in relation to our current study as it 

applies to our serving God out of the 

motivation of love in every detail of our 

obedience.  We are not to serve because 

we are afraid we will be lost but because 

we love God. 



Often people become bored in 

serving God 

ÅWhen people become a back-slider, cold 

or indifferent in serving God one of the 

reasons is that they have forgotten all 

about God and what he has done for 

them.  Moses uses the words ñremember, 

forget, and heartò to help them in their 

service to God in order for them to be 

successful. 



Deuteronomy 4:9

ÅñTake heed unto thyselfò ïeasy to forget 

to take personal examination.  We just 

canôt just live without taking a look at 

ourself ïthinking about our soul  II 

Corinthians 13:5  - it has to be our aim. 



Deuteronomy 4:23

ÅñTake heed unto yourselves, lest ye forget 
the covenant of the LORD your God, 
which he made with you, and make you a 
graven image, or the likeness of any thing, 
which the LORD thy God hath forbidden 
thee.ò

ÅThey were not to forget that in making any 
image it would be in violation of Godôs 
commandments. 



Deuteronomy 5:15

ÅñAnd remember that thou wast a servant in 
the land of Egypt, and that the LORD thy 
God brought thee out thence through a 
mighty hand and by a stretched out arm: 
therefore the LORD thy God commanded 
thee to keep the sabbath day.ò

ÅThe basis of their keeping the Sabbath 
was to remember that God delivered them 
from bondage. 



Deuteronomy 8:1-2,14,18

ÅThis chapter recounts God's care of Israel 

during the wilderness wanderings as a 

warning for Israel not to forget God after 

they have come into the wealth and 

prosperity of Canaan. 



Deuteronomy 9:7

ÅñRemember, and forget not, how thou 
provokedst the LORD thy God to wrath in the 
wilderness: from the day that thou didst depart 
out of the land of Egypt, until ye came unto this 
place, ye have been rebellious against the 
LORD.ò

ÅThe facts of their repeated failures and 
rebellions against God was proof that Israel in 
no way merited the great blessing they were 
about to receive from God. 



Deuteronomy 16:3

ÅñThou shalt eat no leavened bread with it; seven 
days shalt thou eat unleavened bread therewith, 
even the bread of affliction; for thou camest forth 
out of the land of Egypt in haste: that thou 
mayest remember the day when thou camest 
forth out of the land of Egypt all the days of thy 
life.ò

ÅIt was in that hasty departure of Israel from the 
land of Egypt, when they left so hurriedly that 
there was no time to wait for bread to be 
leavened and allowed to rise.
